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1) Imagine a language that does not know the word “culture.” How would you paraphrase the concept?

2) Find examples for instances in which cultural questions become eminently political.
Conduct a web search (or perhaps even a little poll in the street) about what people think of popular culture and mass culture.

3) Discuss the question whether Cultural Studies should be more concerned with questions of structures, devices, logics or with questions of power, inequality, and dominance.

4) The essay describes concepts such as mobility, self-reliance, social advancement as constitutive for modern mass culture. How would you extend this history into our own times of internet use and digital devices?
