Business Plan Competitions

A business plan is an appropriate project for applying the concepts of the enterprise-based approach to end poverty described in this chapter. 
There are several global business plan competitions around the world. These stimulate teamwork, openness to the world, self-efficacy, project-management and offer a great opportunity to link theory and practice.   
Students should consider joining global competitions such as:
· the Global Innovation Challenge 
· the Enactus World Cup 
· The Global Enterprise Experience 
· The Geneva Challenge 
· The D-Prize  
· The HULT Prize  

Students could also organize a competition that promotes business ideas to fight poverty locally involving NGOs, local governments, and university societies. This would promote the principles of the PRME working group on poverty by creating forums where to discuss business and poverty with practical cases.
