Seminar 1 - Activity 2 (30 Min)
Activity 2 requires students to have internet access. Alternatively, the class tutor can provide data. The task invites students to research the measure of poverty in at least two countries of choice using the resources provided. The class tutor should invite students to assess the scale of the potential market in the observed country and in specific regions. In addition, grouping the different countries analysed, the tutor will show to students the size of the potential global market.
