
THA 390:  ADVANCED STAGE MANAGEMENT 
 

Cueing Assignment #1 
 

 
THE ASSIGNMENT: 
 
Create prompt script pages for pages 94-97 (old)/78-81 (new) of Memphis, including the song “Big Love.” The 
excerpt starts with Huey’s line “Now I know what you’re all thinkin’” and continues through the end of the song. 
 
Although you may find it helpful to consult with the score and add some limited information (like counts), for this 
assignment you must write your cues into the LIBRETTO.  
 
This section of the show can be found on the DVD beginning at 1:17:18. Yes, it is in the middle of the scene. 
 
 
 
THE DETAILS: 
 
1. Working with the cue list you have received from your designers, place all of the cues into your script. Your script 
should be formatted as a traditional prompt book with a large enough margin to allow for clear cue writing.  (The 
same setup as you used during blocking.) If you received prior notes about that margin, this is when it will matter! 
 
2. It is possible that the instructor has sought to enhance your cue-calling experience and inserted one or two cues 
that might not be obvious on the video.   
 
3. For this assignment, you do not need to include the blocking, and therefore are not required to include blocking 
sheets.  If you’d like more practice with blocking, wish to try a new format, or just really like doing it you are of 
course welcome to include it—and in that case would need to do so on backing pages. 
 
4.  All cues must be placed, and must be done as specifically as possible.  Think about the cue length provided, and 
how that might affect anticipating your call so the cue will bloom at the spot designated by your designer. 
 
5.  All cues will be called verbally. 
 
6.  You must also include standbys in your script. 
 
7. Create a calling key to help an outsider understand your abbreviations, how you label and mark cues, how you 
distinguish between verbal and visual cues, and anything else that would be helpful.
