Your Council present herewith the Balance Sheet and Accounts of the Kenya Cultural Centre for the year ended 31st December, 1960
and Report as follows :-

1 . New Building, Kenya Cultural Centre .

Since the last Report, thg building has been completed and is fully occupied. Three Constituent Membgrs have undertak:n a Tgnant
l'urchase Schepw and the remalning accommpdation has been let. A lon: term loan of Sh. 500,000 was obtalned from the Kenya Bullding
Society and thls is being repaid by monthly lnstalments of principal and lnterest, such sum being covered by rents received and repayment
ï'rom the Tenant Purchasers.

Running expenjes ars, met by subscriptions from the tenants, such jubscriptions will be adjusted on an annual basis to actual costs
involved and lt is the lntentlon that the proportion due towards these runnlng expenses by the Kenya Cultural Centre itself will be met from
rentals of the Centre Hall. '

Except for one small matter still to be settled, the new building has been paid for and there is nothing t-urther to report.

l'ears and the Theatre Committee has been actively engaged in considering ways and means of encouraging the increased use of the theatre.

Again, as in previous years, the Couhcil wish to record their grateful thanks to the considerable amount of voluntary work given by
various members.

3 . Accounts for the Year
After charging depreciation on the theatre assets, amounting to Sh. 39,122, there was an excess of expenditure over income from the

theatre of Sh. 38,249 12 cts.
Expenses for running the theatre have been reduced by some approximately Sh. 15,000 for the year. On the other hand, the income.obtained has also decreased by approximately Sh. 36,000.
ln rlgard to general income and revenpe, there was an excess of expenditurp of approximat:ly Sh. 8,000. Some of this was caused by

rlon-lecurrlng items such as Leyal Expenses ln regard tl? the loan frolp the Buildlng Soclety and lnterejt not recovered foJ the period fl'om
tlle tlme that the loan was recelved and the date by whlch the new bullding could become Income earnlng by the occapatlon of the vanous
tenants.
