Entry Rules 
 

1. Entry forms must be returned by 4th August 2012 
2. Judging will be undertaken by independent judges 
3. The Judge’s decision is final 
4. All entries must be grown by a VRAS allotment holder on their plot or at 

home 
5. Children’s classes are for those aged 16 or under on show date 
6. Children must be a child or grandchild of a plot holder 
7. Entries must be in place on site by 10am on show date 
8. Entries must be removed by 4pm on show date. Entries left after this 

time become the property of VRAS and may be disposed of 
9. Boards will be supplied for the Garden News Top Tray class 
10. Materials for classes 6,14 & 15 may be brought in from outside the 

allotment
