GAELIC SCHOOL MEETING UPDATE
Helen mentioned that at the latest meeting the groups met with the architects and surveyors – the aim is for the new Gaelic School to open in August 2017. Andrew Shaw mentioned that the practical instruction and crafts that takes place in the Elgin Hostel will need to be re-housed. The Margaret Carnegie building will be demolished and a 5 classroom school will be built in modular format so that more classrooms can be added if/when necessary. General discussion about what will happen to PPS, but the project is moving on.
