PLANNING MATTERS

Phil Tomalin, Ward Manager 
Dornoch Caravan Site application – 

Current lease in place until 2038 with a presumption to renew.

To build the proposed house requires Council’s agreement as the Council is the “landlord”.  It is clear in the lease that there is no compensation.

P Tomalin has spoken to the owners and they would like to erect a permanent building mainly for security reasons, having someone on-site.

He has asked for legal advice on this as it is not a new lease, but more a variation to existing.  Having staff on-site may lead to addition opening times of the site which would benefit town.

If current lease was NOT renewed what would happen to new building? It could be taken down or become part of the common good.

The Council surveyor should now look at whether there should be any increase in rental taking the new build into consideration. 

The property in the planning application is detailed as site manager accommodation.  It is noted that in the application the proposed building is painted white – members asked that the building be more in keeping with the other fixed buildings and with the landscape.  Lesley to put this request to Planning & Building Standards.

Airstrip Hanger application – 

At a meeting in March 2012 the members discussed the possibility of hangers being erected at the airstrip.  This was agreed at the time.

The planning application has now passed without comment.

This now requires a new lease, and rental will need to be decided by the District Valuer.

There is no income to the Common Good, only lease fees.

It is noted that the erection of the hanger may help with the “parkers” who leave aircrafts sited for weeks at a time at the airstrip, and those that may land without permission. 
CAMORE QUARRY
At present there have been some written representations to both J Sutherland and Y Ross.  YRoss ran through the main points of the correspondence.

It was noted that at present there is no formal application in, and as such the Community Council can only discuss and gather information.

Options to look at – 

Possible Community Right to Buy of area;

Having the area designated an SSI – J McGillivray to speak to SNH.

COMMUNITY RENEWABLES
This is now to be held for the March meeting as J Sutherland has had some responses from other community groups and wants to gather these together and allow time for others.
