Yarn Choices!
As there are LOTS of different yarns available, this is a common question.  Below are some ideas of what yarn is suitable for what!

	Yarn type*:
	Pros:
	Cons:
	Best for:

	Acrylic yarn
	Cheap, huge range of colours, comes in all weights and is easily washable.
	Not biodegradable, doesn’t ‘breathe’ very easily, acrylic clothes can wear at stress points.
	Toys, accessories, crochet blankets, baby items.

	Cotton yarn
	Cheap, durable, easily washable, softens with age.
	Not very stretchy, holds a lot of water. 
	Washcloths/dishcloths /potholders, summer clothes, accessories, bags.

	Shetland Wool/Pure New Wool (from sheep)
	Very breathable and excellent at wicking away moisture; it keeps you warm in the winter and cool in the summer. Naturally elastic and hold their shape, wear very well. With proper care, wool items might last for several generations
	Most modern wool yarns are not as itchy as the wool of the past, but can still irritate some people's skin. Wool garments often need to be hand washed and dried flat. More expensive than acrylics or cottons.


	Clothes, particularly smaller items and outerwear.

	Lambs Wool/Merino Wool (softest of the sheep wools)
	As above, but softer!
	Need to be hand washed and dried flat.  Tend towards the most expensive end of the scale.
	As above.

	Mohair wool (made from goats fleece)
	As sheep’s wool, but softer, often with a ‘wispy’ texture
	As above.
	As above.

	Angora wool (made from rabbit fur)
	As sheep’s wool, but the softest and silkiest of textures.
	As above.
	Luxury accessories, scarves, hats and wraps/shawls.

	Silk yarn
	Incredibly soft and feels amazing against the skin. Warm, breathable and very strong. Does not shrink or stretch.
	Silk yarn is so expensive that is it best used as an accent or in very small items. Inelastic and requires careful stitching. Needs to be hand washed.
	Scarves and accessories.

	Bamboo Yarn
	Bamboo is a renewable resource, making it an environmentally sound choice. Naturally antibacterial, cool, breathable, and drapes well. Strong, flexible, and very, very soft.
	Quite difficult to work with. Is quite expensive and needs to be hand washed.
	Lightweight clothing, accessories, baby items.

	Novelty yarns- ribbon/boucle/eyelash yarn etc.
tweeds, heathers etc.
	Often made of an acrylic material, novelty yarns often add colour and texture to projects, and can often make them totally unique.
	Can be difficult to work with, can be overwhelming if used alone.  Some novelty yarns can be quite expensive.
	Adding accents to other projects, creating statement items.


* It is often possible to get ‘blends’ of yarns, for example, wool/acrylic, so you get the benefits of both and fewer of the cons!

	US: Sock, Fingering, Baby

UK: 4 ply
	Socks, baby clothes, lightweight clothes, some toys and accessories

	Fine
	US: Sport, Baby
	As above

	Light†
	US: DK, Light worsted

UK: DK
	Suitable for most clothes, toys, accessories

	Medium
	US: Worsted, Afghan, Aran

UK: Worsted, Fishermans, Afghan, Aran
	Warm cardigans and jumpers, baby blankets

	Bulky
	US: Chunky, Craft, Rug

UK: Chunky
	Blankets, throws, cushions, warm outerwear

	Super-bulky
	US: Bulky, Roving
UK: Super Chunky
	Quick and chunky cushions, rugs, statement knitwear
