The scheme aims to prevent domestic abuse by empowering both men and women with the right to ask about the background of their partner, potential partner or someone who is in a relationship with someone they know, and there is a concern that the individual may be abusive.

​From 31 December 2016, it will be an offence to use, possess, purchase or acquire an air weapon in Scotland, without holding an air weapon certificate. 

Please be advised that any person who has applied for an air weapon certificate after 31 October 2016, which has not been granted by 31 December 2016, will be committing an offence unless one of the following measures are taken, while awaiting the new certificate and authorization being granted;

1. Air weapon is stored with someone who has an Air Weapon Certificate.

2. Air weapon is stored with someone who has a current Firearm or Shotgun Certificate.

3. Air weapon is stored with a Registered Firearms Dealer.

If an air weapon application was submitted after 31 October 2016, you should advise members of the public to make one of these alternative arrangements at the earliest opportunity and before 31 December 2016.
