Apologies were received from  E Kennedy, C Lampard and Inspector David Armstrong.
Attending: Community Police Officer David Turner.

Minutes:
Minutes of the previous meeting were accepted.

Police Report, Constable Turner reported to the meeting that there had been a spate of break-ins and advised residents to ensure their cars and houses were kept secure. The Police had been called to a number of disturbances in George Street and this was being monitored as it was ongoing.

Complaints were raised about the amount of  Dog Fouling in this area and we were informed that once again the Dog Warden would be doing rounds accompanied by a Police Constable. Public are reminded that an on the spot fine of £40.00 will be imposed on anyone allowing their dog to foul in a public place, which includes the foreshore.

Constable Turner also explained that there was to be leaflet drop in the PA23 8 in the coming weeks. This would be an easy to fill in leaflet directing the police to those in the area who may be involved in the supply of drugs.

The Officer remained until events in town forced him to leave.

Boundaries:

No reply had been received from A & B Council.

Planning:-  10/00007/PPP. The applicants for this application attended the meeting and there followed a heated discussion as to the role of this Council, the Local Councillor and the Planning Department in the formation of Objections and the distribution of same. The Applicants were not happy with this Council and our methods. The fact that someone had removed some trees from the site was directed towards ourselves. It was refuted.

Mr Zielinski raised the problem of minutes being put into the public domain before they had been agreed by the meeting. It was explained that the local council required us to supply them minutes of the meeting within 14 days of said meeting (which put the minutes in the public domain) and that we were required to advertise the agenda of the next meeting 14days prior to the date. Although displayed in the Community Council Notice Board they were headed Draft Minutes and as such should indicate that they have not been agreed by the members.

A site meeting was arrange to visit on Monday evening at 7.30pm to the satisfaction of the Applicants.
