Police Report :-

It was indicated by Constable Turner that worries over queuing at Western Ferries have been arranged in co-operation with Local Police and the Roads Department. It is hoped that queuing will be arranged to form a middle of the road Ferry Lane to the south of the pier.

Beware that an operative is in the area who will try to enter your home and attempt to steal anything of value. Door step callers should have identification or be reported to the police.

The speed cameras are still in operation....be awake.

It should be noted by all members of the public that in an emergency of any kind 999 should be dialled and you will be directed to the service you require.

24/7 Out Of Hours Service :- Mr Tom Law up dated the Council on the last meetings he had attended on our behalf indicating that he was not a popular chap within the 24/7 Group. A meeting he had attended this day was taken up with statistics which would seem to confuse rather than clarify.
