Minutes :-  Were accepted. 

Police Report:  Constable MacKay reported that over the last month there had been no major incidents and only twelve nominal calls. A number of motorists had been caught speeding along Hafton front because of the new speed limit.


A new Rural Watch is being set up by William Quinns as area co-ordinator for Cowal Central and it is hoped that we will take part.


A discussion followed about Traffic Wardens and the fact that they would now come under A & B Council about mid year. As the Dog Wardens were already able to issue fixed penalty tickets there is a possibility that they may become the new Traffic Wardens.

Manor Park :- Mr McLean attending on behalf of the residents of the Park requested that we encourage the Council to implement Twenty’s Plenty from the junction of  Victotia Road and George Street. The concern was that exiting the Park was dangerous due to the line of sight. After discussion it was decided to carry this matter over to the next meeting allowing Mr McLean to attend Councillor Blair’s Surgery before our meeting.

Councillors Report :- No Attendees

Planning :- 13/02918/ppp This application is a repeat of an application from late 2011 with a reduced number of flats from 35 to 25 but our previous objections were unchanged. The main road has no pedestrian walkways, the access road is not fit for purpose and the siting of a residential home this far out of town is not apt.

CLPPF :- Mr Tom Law was asked by the council to represent us on the committee. A meeting has been set up with Alex Neil, Sec of State for Health to explain the ongoing problems between the Hospital and the GP section. The costs incurred on Ambulance transport and the running of the Hospital are prohibitive. We await the outcome of the above meeting.
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Treasurers Report :- The Treasurer reported that there was still some items required to complete her report.

Care in the Community :- It was reported that there was a reshaping of care in the community but there seemed to be no intrigation between those responsible. It was felt that a new stronger leader was required. The Hospice has been loaned a leader, Sharon Hendry for one year.

Primary Education :-  It was reported that once again A&B Council were railroading the community into a situation that few parents wanted. The options given to the parents omitted the choice of continuing as is. What are our councillors thinking because they are certainly not listening!

A83 Consultations :- It was noted that until the end of February the Rest would be subject to a convoy system while repairs were carried out over two areas.

Community Emergency Plan :- this has been passed to Callum to complete and type up. Progress has been slow.
