Health and Social Care Partnership :- Mr Law gave a full report on a meeting held at the start of the month. Councillor Mike Russell  attended on request, Steve Whiston and Robin Creelman also attended. It was indicated that there were 7650 first attendances with Greater Glasgow and Clyde last year causing a vast number of people to cross the river costing, dependant of how many accompany the patient and type of transport, Joe Public between £400,000 and £4million.

These costs can only be recovered if you are receiving Benefits and know where to get the required forms.

A Gastronomic Surgeon is reported to have asked to do consultations in the Cowal area but was told he would not be paid.
