Minutes:
Minutes of the previous meeting were approved as true and full.

Police Report:

There was no representative of the Strathclyde Police at the meeting and no report had been received from the Police prior to the meeting.

The Treasurer reported that our boat shed adjacent to the Western Ferries new linkspan had been broken into through the roof causing damage to the roof sheeting and dinghies on two occasions, notably 20.06.08 and 26.06.08 – the former which he personally witnessed and reported to the Police and the latter he also reported.  Considerable discussion ensued.  The Secretary was asked to write to the Police on this subject as at the date of the meeting no statements had been taken, nor crime report numbers issued, nor any further information given by the Police re these occurrences.

Matters Arising:

Ron Simon advised those present that the new Dunoon Grammar School headmaster and Street Scene manager had been appointed and that the Market Traders had pulled out of a trial market being held in Argyll Street, Dunoon.

Treasurer's Report:

The Treasurer reported that the balance in our account remained @ £806.32.  He also requested the Secretary to contact our Bank and advise them that due to the resignation of Gibb Thomson there was no longer a third signatory available on our account and that the current secretary should be the replacement third signature to cheques issued on our account as due to the absence of Capt. J. Wilson on holiday no second signatory was available to issue a cheque to A&B Council for payment re the Car Park.

Planning Applications:

No new planning applications have been received by the Community Council.

Ron Simon advised that planning application to build houses in the quarry, Victoria Road, had been refused by A&B Council.

Ron Simon reported the following:

1. He will follow up with residents their view re the use of planings from Eccles Road being given to residents of Victoria Road to assist them in maintaining Victoria Road and if this is agreeable to them he will enquire from the appropriate authorities if this can be done.

2. The bus service that previously terminated at Victoria Road has been extended to HQ Holiday Park.  This elicited immediate strong reaction from local residents and he assured the meeting that the Council will rectify this and include Victoria Road in this bus route, as before.  Discussion followed re the ridiculous placing of the new bus stop on Cammesrainach Brae. Ron Simon will investigate this and report back.

3. Ron Simon gave a summary of ambulance statistics in the Cowal area which indicated somewhat inadequate cover in our area.  He states that he is continuing to push for better(more) coverage.

4. Ron Simon reported that following our requests to him he had further investigated ownership of our meeting place – the Scout Hall – and could only find reference to The Hunters Quay Association as being owners with our chairman, Capt. J Wilson being named on the Valuation Roll.

Any Other Business:

There being no further business the meeting was closed.
