Meeting Thursday 5th March,  2009

 

Present were:  A Kennedy, C Lambert and F McInnes.  Also present was Duncan MacLeod, representing Strathclyde Police & Aileen MacNicol of the Dunoon Observer.  There was yet again no representative of the Argyll & Bute Council present.


Apologies:
Apologies were received from C McCurdy, and Capt. J Wilson .


Minutes:
The Minutes of the previous meeting were approved as true and full.

Police Report:

Duncan MacLeod reported that there had been a total of 94 crimes and offences recorded for the Dunoon area during the period 05.02.09 to 05.03.09,  3 of which might be of interest to HQCC, namely:

1. Vandalism to the Community Hall (Window) between 15.01.09 and 04.02.09 – officially recorded on Police Records following our last meeting.

2. On 27.02.09 trees were vandalised in a drive way of property in George Street, HQ.

3. On 27.02.09 a motor vehicle parked in George Street, HQ, was the subject of vandalism.

Matters Arising:

As directed at our last meeting on 05.02.09 a letter was sent to the Scottish Public Services Ombudsman on behalf of the HQCC expressing our overall extreme dissatisfaction with water quality in HQ and a complete lack of apparent satisfactory solution by Scottish Water to our problems.

The Ombudsman's office subsequently advised us that they cannot investigate any complaints against SW and neither can they accept complaints from Community Councils!!  They refer us yet again the WaterWatch Scotland, who have previously been of no assistance.

Tom Law gave a brief summary of action taken by SW re having robots lowered into water storage tanks within the Dunoon area, etc.

It was considered that this would have no beneficial effects re the problems of water quality, etc. in the HQ area.

Treasurer's Report:

The Treasurer reported that we had £646.78 in our bank account.

Planning Applications:

There was further discussion re the Planning Application for a proposed house to the rear of 13 George Street and we await comments from Capt. J Wilson at the next meeting following his return from vacation regarding any replies he received following the letter that he previously wrote on this subject.

It was noted that a retrospective Planning application was received for decking at 271 Marine Parade.

Any Other Business:

The Treasurer noted that the scheme to replace Council Tax with a Local Income Tax has now been abandoned by Hollyrood.  He will therefore not be following up further on this matter.

There was considerable agreement with the writer of the letter to the local paper at the poor condition of Victoria Road which is something we have discussed on many previous occasions with Councillor Ron Simon who previously promised action on this and on Eccles Road, etc.

All present were extremely disappointed at the lack of action particularly with Victoria Road which as the letter writer pointed out we would agree is not in a satisfactory or safe state currently, and the lack of maintenance generally to most roads in the HQ area.

Cases of vehicles being severely damaged through deep pot holes were reported to the CC.

We were disappointed that yet again no A&B councillor attended our meeting to discuss with them our concerns re Victoria Road, Marine Parade, etc. or any other matter, and also disappointed that subsequent communications on these matters from the A&B Council have been via the local paper and not direct to us.

The next meeting will be held on Thursday  2nd April 2009 within the Community Hall at 8.00pm.
