NO MINIMUM AGE REQUIREMENT: 

SCOTLAND’S NEW FESTIVAL PROVES THEATRE IS FOR EVERYONE
NEVER TOO YOUNG: DNA 2007 (Dràma Na h-Alba 2007), Scotland’s arresting new celebration of theatre arts, aims to engage and involve young people and children just as much as career thespians and seasoned theatre-goers.

The festival’s ambitious programme includes several productions by dynamic youth theatre groups. These include an eagerly anticipated re-staging of Disney’s High School Musical by the NICOLSON INSTITUTE DRAMA CLUB.  

What’s the craic, man? – an inventive look at the town of Nairn – is devised, composed, choreographed, and performed by members of Jeni Herbert’s MELLOW YELLOW CREATIVE ARTS company, whose ages range from just five to eighteen. Rush (which will be presented at the Inverness Ironworks as well as outdoors in the city’s central shopping area) showcases the sheer physical excitement of FORRES PARKOUR, a new youth theatre company from Moray. 
Productions specifically aimed at younger audiences include A Sheep called Skye by the NATIONAL THEATRE OF SCOTLAND. This company is also hosting a special workshop to give young schoolchildren insight into skills, ranging from puppetry to music-making, employed in the creation of this entertaining show. 

Adding to DNA’s truly international flavour, two Swedish theatre companies are set to enthral children with the type of richly evocative story-telling of which Rejoice with Trembling by VASTERBOTTENSTEATERN is an exceptional example. In Bakom Rutan (Behind the TV), PROFILTEATERN  offers youngsters aged four and upwards a magical journey into a fantastical world of cables and pipes, while the same company’s Plojke Flicka (Boy2girl) is an inventive, thought-provoking comedy about gender, love, and friendship – aimed at the over-12s. 

DNA 2007 takes place at venues in and around Inverness from Thursday 18th until Monday 22nd October.
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
