	SECTION A PLANNING

Station Road Flood Risk Management Scheme – Outline Business Case.

The Chair and Cllr Kellaway met with a drainage expert/hydrologist to help to understand the report submitted to Welsh Government.

In summary:

2009 – the original scheme was approved. There were 2 options, Redrow would undertake the works or pay NCC, the latter was agreed and £188k was paid by Redrow to NCC.
2024 – NCC instructed ARUP to undertake a flood risk alleviation plan.
2025 – NCC applied to Welsh Government for a grant to undertake the works.

It has been noted that ARUP have only identified one water course crossing land leading to Monks Ditch, the dingle into Langstone Lane was not taken into account, neither was the water course crossing the field behind the village hall.

NRW will not acknowledge that the banks of Monks Ditch are their responsibility. Improvements to Monks Ditch need to include cutting back vegetation, dredging and building up flood banks.

The recent flooding of Station Road was caused by pluvial water (rain fall) running from Monks Ditch across adjacent land and then into the field behind the village hall and then out onto Station Road at the Bishton Road junction, which ultimately led to the flooding of Station Road.

Alternative methods of containing the water were discussed including bunds to create flood plains to reduce the pressure on Monks Ditch. Cllr Kellaway will seek a meeting the NCC and ARUP to discuss alternatives.

Redrow

The litter bin has still not been placed on the spine road, the Chair to chase.

The road is due to be re-closed opposite Little Milton Gardens, the Chair will be chase this again.

Redrow have addressed residents’ concerns regarding the new school, retail units, sports pitches and allotments. They have confirmed that they are committed to delivering community infrastructure either directly or through financial contributions. A primary school will still be delivered as planned. The planning application for the sports pitches is currently live. Allotments will also be provided however, due to their location and associated health and safety considerations, they will be delivered later in the construction programme. They will shortly commence a marketing exercise for the local centre as the growing number of occupied homes may now create the critical mass needed to attract occupiers.

The latest stats were received from Gwent Police for the Llanwern Ward and circulated to all. A copy was also sent to GMPRA.

Glan Llyn

Responses are still being chased from Revantage regarding the meeting with the Chair, Ward Cllr Kellaway and Cllr Clemo. The Christmas tree is in situ and the lights have been repaired. The Chair thanked Cllr Clemo for arranging this.

Future Energy Llanwern

A formal consultation letter was received and circulated regarding the statutory consultation for the proposed Future Energy Llanwern Solar project.
