	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Cllr Kellaway has received a definitive answer regarding the dog/litter bins:

‘If the area is adopted, cleansing and bin emptying are functions covered by the local authority – whereas if not adopted, it comes under the developer’s responsibility and it would be for them to provide and empty those bins (or get into an agreement with NCC where we could do it at a charge); reading your email it looks this is the current situation at present.
Also, please be aware that according to current legislation, dog waste is classified as hazardous waste when collected separately, necessitating specialised collection and treatment processes which would result in significant logistical challenges and costs. However, dog waste can be disposed of in normal litter bins as mixed waste, this allows for efficient and safe disposal without the need for specialised handling. So I’d say if anything, residents should request that Redrow install additional litter bins.’

The Chair has contacted Redrow regarding the bin promised for the bottom of the spine road:

It seems our dog litter bins that were delivered have gone missing, so we have ordered two more which are being delivered next week. We will install one by the attenuation basins by the end of November. Another will be installed in a suitable location on our phases North of Cot Hill.’

	Redrow – (also see above comments)

The recent storm caused the sewers to surcharge on November 14th and sewerage was seen running down the Spine Road. There was a fault with the pumps and the manufacturers will be investigating. Tankers were later seen on site. Monks Ditch breached its banks and flooded into the field behind the village hall and also on the opposite bank towards the Forge and Barn Farm. Ditch water flooded the whole of Station Road. The Llanwern Ditch was full to capacity. No reports of any properties flooding were received but the horse riding arenas at Barn Farm were badly affected.

Contractors were heard working outside on a Sunday morning, the working hours on weekends are Saturday morning to midday and no Sundays (unless indoors). The Clerk will advise Redrow of this breach.

The road is due to be re-closed opposite Little Milton Gardens, the Chair will be chase this again.

A copy of the Outline Business Case report for the Station Road Flood Alleviation Scheme has been received. The Chair has forwarded a copy to a drainage expert for help in understanding its contents.

The latest stats were received from Gwent Police for the Llanwern Ward and circulated to all. A copy was also sent to GMPRA.

Paperwork was received for submission to NCC by 9th January 2026. Cllr Brown and the Clerk will report to the next meeting.
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	SECTION C – LEISURE AND AMENITIES

Village Hall

Car Park – The S73 variation is being undertaken.
Halls together Rural Development Project – on-going.
Future Funding – Cllr Brown presented a report to consider any financial requirements for the next financial year. The principal concern of the VHMC is the present condition of the roof, there is serious deterioration in the timbers, soffits, facias and battens etc. A survey has been undertaken and various quotations received. The contractor chosen to undertake the works quoted a fixed price of £24,750. A request was received for a grant of £10,000. It was proposed and agreed that we allocate, in our budget for 2026/2027, the sum of £10,000 which would be released on evidence of a contract between the contractor and the VHMC, together with a contingency allowance of £2,000 in respect of any unanticipated items, not price variation. The balance would be funded by the VHMC.
The VHMC would also like to replace 60 of the existing chairs with a stacking and storage system which would ease pressure on storage and offer protection to the floor. It was proposed and agreed that the sum of £5,000 be budgeted by this Council for the provision of 60 stacking chairs.
Discussion with the VHMC also included refurbishment of the ladies cloakroom, provision of disabled toilet facilities and a review of the current financial model for the management, without any final outcomes.
Future Events – The annual tree lighting and visit from Santa will be held on 6th December.
Christmas Trees – The Chair has arranged for the collection of two Christmas trees, one for the Village Hall and one for Glan Llyn.
