	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

A local resident attended the meeting via Teams but was concerned that she couldn’t hear very well and that no introductions were given. Efforts were made to move the laptop and it was agreed that a speaker be purchased. Cllr Grant to source.

One concern raised by all 3 residents present were a lack of dog/litter bins on the Redrow Development. The Chair will again lobby Redrow for the one promised for the bottom of the Spine Road. A resident advised that the Community Council could purchase a bin, as Redrow residents paid a precept to this Council. It was pointed out that the Community Council cannot purchase a bin to be placed on unadopted land, this would be something Redrow had to arrange through the Management Company. This was disputed and the Clerk will check that this Council’s information is correct. A resident cited Trelewis and Bedlinog Community Council who had paid for litter/dog bins for their residents and arranged for their emptying.

Grass cutting is an on-going problem and the Management Company have contractors cutting grass in adverse weather conditions, which is causing an unsightly mess. Cllr Grant suggested that the residents petition Redrow to change the Management Company. Some residents are withholding their payments in protest.

The Clerk has contacted Newport Transport regarding the DRT route, they are aware of the problem and hope to resolve it with the resident.

The Clerk is awaiting a list of concerns detailing specific dates and incidents regarding POBL residents.

The road is due to be re-closed opposite Little Milton Gardens, the Chair will find out when – this will be chased again.

Cllr Kellaway has again requested that a copy of the Outline Business Case report for the Station Road Flood Alleviation Scheme be sent to this Community Council for review and comment – nothing yet received.

The latest stats were received from Gwent Police for the Llanwern Ward and circulated to all. A copy was also sent to GMPRA.

Responses are still being chased from Revantage regarding the meeting with the Chair, Ward Cllr Kellaway and Cllr Clemo. Ward Cllr Kellaway has escalated. Phase 1 has still not all been adopted. A bus shelter has been erected on the small stretch of adopted road and a glass pane has been smashed. This is the responsibility of NCC to repair.
