An email was received from Cllr Deb Davies, Cabinet Member for Education and Early Years:

Having checked with officers regarding the current situation and school place availability unfortunately, I am not currently able to confirm an anticipated opening date for the proposed school at Great Milton Park. 

Due to unforeseen circumstances, the previous proposal did not proceed beyond the first stage of consultation. There will be another public consultation on this proposal when a new proposed opening date is identified.

In the meantime, there is an overall sufficiency of primary school places in other schools in the Llanwern High cluster. The nearest schools are Milton Primary School, at a walking distance of approximately half a mile, and Ringland Primary School at a driving distance of approximately 1.5 miles. Both of these schools have places available in all year groups.

I have specifically worked with our highways team to ensure the walking route to Milton Primary School is safe, as I was made aware the underpass was a concern and this has now been resolved.
