Redrow

It was reported to Redrow by a resident that sewerage was running down the Spine Road some 4 days ago.

Glan Llyn

Responses are still being chased from Revantage (Adrian Andrews) by Cllr Clemo, regarding the meeting with the Chair and Ward Cllr Kellaway. 

NCC Education Department confirmed that whilst there are no plans to expand Glan Llyn Primary School, the developer is committed to providing a second two-form entry school in the area. Officers in the Council are continuing to engage with the developer about these plans, but as yet an anticipated opening date has not been confirmed.

Cllr Clemo that the 2 residents who were organising the Neighbourhood Watch are asking for volunteers to take it over.

Confusion is surrounding who is cutting the grass verges, at the moment it is the developer Bellway. First Port are looking after the reens and parks. 

Prohibition of Traffic Order to Cot Hill

An email was received from NCC advising that our communication is being treated as a valid objection:

The proposed Order will introduce a “Prohibition of Driving” no longer available for motorised vehicles to negotiate, noting there is an “available” route through the new estate. The “available” route is not considered a “diversion” route because it is not legally signed as such.

As you rightfully state, the route is yet to be adopted. However, implementing a Traffic Regulation Order on an unadopted (private) road with the landowners’ permission is possible because it qualifies as a “road to which the public has access” under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984. This Advertisement forms part of the formal legal procedure to make the restrictions enforceable, subject to the outcome.

As a means of providing a general update, please note that due to several objections a Cabinet Report will be required. A decision will then be made in line with legal statutory procedures regarding how best to proceed. Please expect to receive communication from our Conveyancing Team as we progress. Audit 2025/26 Approval of the Accounting Statements and Annual Governance Statement

The Clerk circulated copies of the cashbook, reconciliation and balance sheet. Cllr Brown presented the completed Accounting Statement and Annual Governance Statement which was signed by our internal auditor. The Clerk certified that the accounting statements contained in the Annual Report present fairly the financial position of this Council and its income and expenditure for the year ended 31st March 2026. This was duly certified and signed by the Clerk and Chair to confirm approval by this Council.

The Clerk will now arranged for all the requested documents to be delivered to Audit Wales.

Invoice awaited from internal auditor but the Clerk is authorised to pay up to £100 when submitted.

Purchase of Printer for Clerk

Cllr Brown advised the meeting that the Clerk required a printer as she was using her own which had come to the end of its useful life. It was agreed that a new printer be purchased and added to the asset register.

Car Park – The Chair advised that the S73 is still on-going. 
Purchase of Stacking Chairs – The invoice was received for £4,328.64. It was agreed that the Clerk arrange payment and the VHMC be advised to coordinate the delivery.
Roof – the roof repairs will commence on 8th June. This Council has budgeted a contribution of £10,000 (plus a £2,000 contingency if required).
AGM – the Chair’s report was circulated to all. Cllr Brown attended the AGM and confirmed that Llanwern Community Council, as the corporate Trustees for the hall, can be assured that the present officers and members of the management committee, under the current Chairmanship, are fulfilling the terms of the Trustee Deed.
