Station Road Flood Risk Management Scheme – Outline Business Case.

Redrow

The GMPRA forwarded a letter received from Barratt/Redrow in response to the letter they received from John Griffiths MS. Jessica Morden's office will be writing to Barratt/Redrow to request a meeting, to include representatives from the residents’ association after the Senedd elections.

The Clerk forward the S106 obligations to all:

Cot Hill Llanwern - £188,323 for improvement works to existing water drainage controlled by the Council as are shown set out on drawing FA020/6 P2 appended to the "Newport Drainage Schemes Llanwern Village - Project Appraisals Report 18 May 2005" or such amended scheme as shall be agreed between the Council and Gallagher
Cot Hill Llanwern - £48,020 for the purpose of carrying out the Cot Hill Phase 2 Works
Cot Hill Llanwern - £538,829 for bus subsidy

Confusion still remains regarding the funding for the primary school, the Clerk will ask Ward Cllr Kellaway for advice.

Audit 2025/26

Cllr Brown presented a report regarding our asset register and advised that commercial concepts of depreciation etc are not appropriate for Community Councils with income and expenditure under £2.5 m. For reporting purposes the book value of fixed assets may remain constant or until disposed of.  The value of assets is a theoretical exercise as it has no direct impact on the financial accounts, as in every case the full cost is accounted for in the year it occurs. Cllr Brown will speak to our auditor.

It was recommended and approved that an asset register, independent of the insurance schedule, be established.
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	SECTION C – LEISURE AND AMENITIES

Village Hall

Car Park – The Chair advised that the S73 has been submitted to NCC. 

An email was received from residents concerned about the footpath from the car park to the back of the village hall. The Clerk will write to the residents noting their concerns. Various amendments had to be made due to changing legislation, which resulted in the present S73 application to vary conditions (application 26/0250) being made.

The proposed lighting will be low level solar lights and the reason for the all-weather path is for the safety of pedestrians walking from their cars to the hall to avoid a road with no footpath.

The CC suggests that they make representations to the planning department of Newport City Council who will be the authority granting the amendments to this planning permission.

It was suggested that once the S73 is granted that a special meeting of this Council be held to discuss the contracts received.

Purchase of Stacking Chairs – a request was received for the purchase of 3 sets of 18 stacking chairs at a cost of £3,607.20 plus vat. This has been budgeted for and the Clerk was asked to contact the VHMC and request that an order be placed. The invoice will be presented at the next meeting.

AGM – the Village Hall AGM will be held on 18th May at 7pm.
S106 monies for Playing Field 

The Clerk will again chase the S106 monies amounting to £24,233.
