To promote a pleasant and safe environment as a continuing  resource for the whole of the local community.

Background

Braithewaite Residents Association is an environmental group set up in the 

Lowton St Lukes area of Lowton, in Warrington, Cheshire.

Braithewaite Residents Association are a core member of the ‘Golborne and Lowton

Township Forum’, who are part of ‘Wigan Borough Partnership’.

Braithewaite Residents Association focus is the area in and around the Braithewaite Road

area of Lowton, the green space and play area in the middle of the estate and the

footpaths and verges nearby.

It was set up following frustrations of local residents and provides a conduit between the 

local residents requirements and the available resource for the area.

Purpose of the policy

This policy aims to provide a framework which ensures that policies and practice within 

the group are consistant and in-line with the stated values which underpin all work with 

children and young people. As such, this document provides a context for establishing 

good practice in matters relating to protection and care of children. Members of the group

come into contact with children through the ‘Family’, ‘Environmental’ and ‘Play’ 

activities, which the group organise and facilitate annually. Subsequently there is a need 

for the following child protection policy to be in place.

It is the duty of each member of the group to read, approve, sign and put this policy and 

it’s procedures into practice to safe guard all children and young people.

We as a group as far as possible, have included children and young people in writing and 

the putting into practice of the policy. 

Braithwaite Residents Association Underpinning Values

· The safety of children and young people is paramount to Braithewaite Residents 

            Association.

· All activities by group members will be planned so as to minimise situations where injury and the abuse of children may occur.

· All children have the right to freedom from abuse.

· Children have a right to be treated with respect and dignity, as do the adults who work with them.

· The welfare of the child in child protection situations is paramount.

· It is the responsibility of all adults to protect children.

· All adults working on a paid or voluntary basis within the group have a responsibility to protect children from harm wherever they are in a position to do so.

· All those working with or on behalf of children must reflect and promote the value of working together with parents, colleagues and other agencies in order to create safe environments and protect children from harm.

· *All group members will be C.R.B checked.

· Photographs/images of children/young people will not be taken unless permission from a parent/guardian is sought. Photographs/images of children/young people taken at Braithewaite Residents Association events may be used to publicise Braithewaite Residents Association events only.

· It is the responsibility of the named @Safeguarding’ person only to report any concerns of abuse.

*When funding is available

Procedure for responding to injury.

· Emergency services will be called on immediate serious injury.

· There will be a named, trained first aid person on site, or a named person will carry with them a mobile phone, which is fully charged, for the duration of the Braithewaite Residents Association event.

· Where possible, permission will be sort from parent/guardian before first aid treatment is given to an injured party (if the injured party is under the age of 16 years).

· Only the named person will administer first aid.

Procedure for responding to concerns of abuse.

· Emergency services will be called on immediate serious threat of abuse.

· Only the named ‘Safeguarding’ person is to be informed of the concern of abuse.

· The ‘Safeguarding’ person will contact the ‘Children In Need’ Duty Team
