	4. Planning
	The Chair reminded Councillors of their duty to focus on material planning considerations. She reported she had sought advice from CALC who confirmed that discussion should be limited to planning issues.
4.1 PA23/02590 – New Community Hub, St Tudy Playing Field
Councillors considered Changing room provision, the use of name “Community  Hub”, the proposed use of a new building in the Conservation area and disappointment that the original plans had been scaled back.
In order to recognise the sports function, it was proposed that this be requested as a condition of the planning approval. The Chair proposed support for the scheme with this condition, seconded by Cllr. Lane – vote 9 support, 1 objection.
4.2 PA22/10443 – Land north of Hillview
The Council noted the content of the letter from Jan Fisher to the planning officer dated 30th March 2023.
PA23/03163 – Land north of Hillview
Mr & Mrs Watson attended to answer any questions on their application. Councillors considered the removal of 2.5 meters of Cornish hedge, the addition of solar slates on the south elevation within the conservation area and the removal of timber cladding.
The Watsons invited Councillors to visit the site to understand the development. Cllr. Newland-hodges proposed the council accept the invitation, seconded by Cllr. Straugheir and supported unanimously. It was agreed that 5 councillors will visit on 9th May. The Clerk was asked to request an extension until 1st June for the submission of comments.
4.3 PA23/02284 – The Oaks Barn
Councillors considered this application to construct a garage and demolish the existing structure. Support for the application was proposed by Cllr. Straugheir, seconded by the Chair and supported unanimously.

	6.1 Risk Assessment of Wells – plan of works

6.2 Parish Council e-mail addresses

The Chair requested Cllr. Tucker to contact the tree officer to request a management plan for this tree.

The Chair visited Mr Cole on Plot 1. He confirmed that a French drain was installed by the landowners before he acquired his plot. It was agreed that Mr Marsh should be advised that he should contact the planners if he believes the approved design has not been followed. As the issue relates to a private road it will not involve the Highways team.

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	8. Councillors Reports
	This section has been streamlined and councillors are required to notify the Clerk in advance of the meeting if they wish to raise anything relating to their area of responsibility.
8.1 CC. LMP. Footpaths
Cllr. Sandry agreed to contact C.Cllr. Fairman to explore alternative providers for the LMP work. The Chair proposed acceptance of the LMP contribution from Cornwall Council, seconded by Cllr. Newland-hodges, supported unanimously.
8.2 Toilets
Cllr. Lane confirmed the new cleaning arrangements from 1st May. He agreed to agree a schedule of work for the new cleaner, who will invoice monthly.
8.3 Bus Shelter/ War memorial
Cllr. Straugheir raised concern that national companies are advertising in the bus shelter. It was agreed that the bus shelter should have a local  focus. Cllr. Wood confirmed that Peter Appleby continues to tidy the bus shelter and remove expired notices. The Chair will approach Tony Brooks to discuss tidying the war memorial of last year’s wreaths ahead of the Coronation. Cllr. Mardon suggested the war memorial is cleaned twice a year, which was supported by all.
8.8 Outside organisations/Network
It was noted that the virtual footpath now appears in Year 2 or 3 in the CORMAC list of network highway schemes. Cllr. Straugheir agreed to speak to Oliver Jones about the repair of the Glebe, where yellow spray paint has appeared around some potholes. 
8.11 Cemetery
Cllr. Wolsey produced three written quotes for the cemetery fencing work. It was agreed to award the contract to Mark Andrew – proposed by the Chair, seconded by Cllr. Lane and supported unanimously.
Cllr. Wolsey reported that a meter wide strip of land has been planted up as planned.

9.2 Request from Trainline  
The Council declined a request from Trainline to feature a link to their website on the Parish Council website – as the Council pays for an Ad-free website.

9.3 Request from the Allotment Association
Councillors discussed a request for written clarification of the agreed arrangement with the allotment association. Cllr. Wood confirmed that Philip Mutton would only agree a lease with the Parish Council, not directly with the Allotment Association. On this basis the Council just recharges the Allotment Association the annual rent. Residual funds were returned to the Allotment Association. The Chair and Clerk will prepare a response to Bev Wolsey.

	10.1 Speeding Traffic 
The Chair led a discussion of the issues raised. St Tudy will be part of the 20mph rollout in 2025/26. It was acknowledged that traffic does drive too quickly, but the junction concerned has been reviewed by Cornwall Highways.  The Chair and Clerk will prepare a response to Kate Martin.
10.2 Scaffolding on Michaels Cottage
The Chair confirmed a letter had been sent to the owners giving them until the end of May to remove the scaffolding. After this time, the matter will be escalated to Cornwall Council.
10.3 Concern for the Elderly
Cllr. Murrell highlighted his concern that not enough is being done for the elderly members of the Community. It was agreed to add this item to the next Agenda.
