He has worked with the National Youth Choirs of Scotland, and is currently Director of Changed Voices, a challenging post working with boys with changing voices.

He is Chorus master for the Sir James MacMillan Festival Chorus, and was until 2023 the Musical Director of the Greenock Philharmonic . He regularly serves as a conductor, vocal lead, and "animator" for various programmes with the National Youth Choir of Great Britain.

As a performer he has had many notable operatic roles, and has performed in the Edinburgh International Festival.

He released his first solo album, A Landscape of Song, in 2020, featuring English songs by Finzi, Gurney, and others.
