The next soloist that we'd like to introduce you to is Barbara Scott, Mezzo-soprano. We are particularly pleased to welcome a locally based professional, and we very much look forward to hearing Barbara in her first performance with us.

Barbara lives in Muir of Ord and studies with Judith Howarth in Aberdeen.  She has performed a variety of principal opera roles including: the title role in Bizet’s Carmen; Olga in Tchaikovsky’s Eugine Onegin; Dritte Dame in Mozart’s Die Zauberflote; Nicklas in Offenbach’s The Tales of Hoffman; Mme de la Hautiere in Massenet’s Cendrillon; and several Verdi roles including Fenena (Nabucco), Maddalena (Rigoletto) and Ulrika (Un ballo in Maschera).  A recent highlight was performing the role of Kundry in Act 3 of Wagner’s Parsifal alongside Sir John Tomlinson for the Mahler Players.  Her professional concert engagements as alto soloist have included Rossini’s Petite Messe Solonelle for Edinburgh Bach Choir and more recently at Pluscarden Abbey; Verdi Requiem for Angus Choral Society; Beethoven’s 9th Symphony for the St Andrew Orchestra; Vivaldi Gloria for The Nightingale Choir; the Bach St John Passion for Stonehaven Chorus; Mozart’s Requiem for Arbroath Choral Society and more recently at Inverness Cathedral; Handel’s Messiah at Inverness Cathedral; and Mahler’s 3rd Symphony for The Mahler Players.  She performed the UK premiere of the cantata Rain in Summer by John Glenesk Mortimer with the St Andrew Orchestra, Edinburgh.  Edinburgh Festival Fringe performances include Wagner’s Wesendonck Lieder.  Barbara enjoys singing a variety of opera and art song duets with her trio Sopranaria, and looks forward to recitals this year in Aboyne, Aberdeen, Perth and Edinburgh.
