Jamie MacDougall
Introducing our Tenor soloist for Mendelssohn’s 'ELIJAH' on 19th April, Jamie MacDougall.

Jamie is already rather well known to many of us, but here's a little more background.

Born in Glasgow, the Scottish tenor Jamie MacDougall is widely recognised as one of Scotland’s most versatile artists, both as a performer and broadcaster. He has appeared with major opera companies throughout the United Kingdom as well as in Europe and Canada, and is particularly committed to contemporary opera, working closely with New Opera in Scotland Events (NOISE). His recent work with Scottish Opera includes the world premiere of A Matter of Misconduct by Toby Hession and Emma Jenkins.
On the concert platform he has collaborated with many of the world’s leading baroque, chamber and symphony orchestras. A committed advocate of Scottish music, he has worked closely with composers including Sir James MacMillan, Eddie McGuire, Alasdair Nicolson and Jay Capperauld, and has appeared at international festivals including the Edinburgh International Festival, the Salzburg Festival and the Aldeburgh Festival.
MacDougall’s extensive discography ranges from baroque and classical repertoire to German, Mexican, Scottish and English song. For twenty-five years he has been “Scotland’s Voice” for classical music on BBC Radio Scotland, presenting Grace Notes, Classics Unwrapped and Classical Now, and he also appears regularly on BBC Radio 3.
In collaboration with Scottish Opera he created and performed an adaptation of Jimmy Logan’s one-man play Lauder! about Sir Harry Lauder, originally staged to mark the 150th anniversary of the Theatre Royal Glasgow. The production tours to New York in May 2026 as part of the Brits Off Broadway season at 59E59 Theatres. He teaches at the Laidlaw Music Centre at the University of St Andrews and is an ambassador for Erskine Veterans Charity.
