Police matters

Before the meeting the clerk had received a report from PC Godfrey and the team and this was presented by Sgt Graham as follows:

Crime – From 1st Oct’13 to 31st Oct’13 there were 18 crimes reported in the parish.  For the same period in 2012 there were 20 crimes reported. 
Anti-social behaviour – Between 1st Oct’13 and 31st Oct’13 there were 24 incidents of ASB reported in the parish.  For the same period in 2012 there were 35 incidents. As the nights begin to draw in residents are encouraged to report all incidents at the time they are happening to enable effective action to be taken by police.  He stated that they could only act on information they were aware of.
Halloween/Bonfire Period
This was very quiet in terms of anti-social behaviour.

A response had been received from William Hague MP regarding the White Rose Club and she was awaiting a response from Mr Hammond MP.

An Area Committee Meeting had been held following a Scrutiny of Health Meeting which again seeks to safeguard the paediatric and maternity services at Northallerton Friarage Hospital.
She had reported various lights again from 64 into the village and as these lights are RDC responsibility asked if D/Coun Todd could take this forward also pointing out to the RDC that none of the lights in question are numbered and to ask if this could be done for future reference.

The clerk had attended a meeting at RDC regarding this and the advice given, confirmed by YLCA on behalf of NALC, was that parish councils should wait until the final figures were received from RDC, which should be in January, before setting the precept. This was agreed by all.

Possible co-option of new councillor
Following the advertisements placed in the notice boards, firstly from RDC then the clerk, only one application had been received.  The candidate spoke regarding her skills and abilities also giving her reasons as to why she would like to become a parish councillor for Hipswell, after which she left the room to allow for discussion.  Following this the vote was taken with 4 for 1 against and 2 abstentions. She was then called back into the room and welcomed on to the council, with the necessary forms being completed.

Dog litter bin near the playing field
The clerk had spoken at length to the Risedale College about this problem, after which she spoke to the chairman who gave her permission to have the bin installed in the area suggested.  The clerk had pointed out to the school that until this item went onto the Agenda for the next meeting the school would have to be prepared to meet the cost and this was agreed by them. However, the decision was made by the parish council that they would pay for this and it was proposed by Coun K Mendham, seconded by Coun A Munro with all in agreement.  The clerk would notify the school of this decision. Coun D Metcalfe asked if the clerk would also ask the school who was responsible for the notice at the entrance of the playing field lane as it needed to be straightened up.
