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A View for the Pew
This month the Society of St Vincent de Paul celebrates the service, mission and values handed onto them in the figure of a man of simplicity -  St Vincent de Paul.  Members of the Society of St Vincent de Paul (SVP) are called to reflect on why they have an inner desire to help someone who can be repulsive at times to most;  it could be someone they do not even know.  When they answer needs like this, they express the Vincentian spirit, not to make themselves feel good;  not because they’d feel guilty if they passed the opportunity by;  not even because of the thought that you never know, it could be me – but for God alone, for God’s own sake.  The Vincentian spirit crosses all boundaries that attempt to mask the dignity of the human person.  From the simple belief that God dwells within each person and requires respect, each member is challenged to see what it is in another human person that they do not want to see trampled upon.  Why treat this ‘nobody as somebody?’ is expressed in the saint’s own words:


“I shouldn’t judge poor peasants, men or women, by their  

             surface appearance, nor by their apparent mental capacities.


 And this is hard to do, since very frequently they scarcely 



 seem to have the semblance or the intelligence of reasonable


            beings, so gross and so offensive are they.  But, turn the


            coin and you will see by the light of faith that the Son of 

            God , Whose will it was to be poor, is represented to us by

             just these people”.
