	Who will administer the fund? I assume a group of people equally from Deerness and St. Andrews with a Chair not from either parish? The use 
of the joint CC as a conduit for this fund has not been well judged and the sooner bridges can be rebuilt between the two communities the better. Transparency in all elements of this fund's running will go some way to doing so. - Ayrenergy chose St Andrews and Deerness Community
Council, a statement will be issued to Ayrenergy providing details of disbursement of funds in December annually. However, as part of this agreement this will be private information and not released to the public.

	 
	The annual £10,000 should be split as follows:- £5,000 invested, £1,000 available to groups who earn it by ‘Bag the Bruck’, £4,000 community infrastructure.
