Lunch is for ALL camp goers and anyone else who wants to come along.  All we ask is that everyone brings something savoury or sweet to share. Let us know what you are taking and what day so the food supply is spread over the 3 days.  Camp is a Social Event where we enjoy sharing lunch and a blether, and even if you’re not able to ride at camp, please do come along and spectate, and give us a hand in the kitchen, we’d love to see you.  

To book complete the form, making sure you tick all the things you want to do, state the number of each discipline you want, and include all the details we need. If you’re not coming for the full 5 lessons please write down the days / times you are available.
