Chairperson’s Report October 2025

Bulb Planting: In November with the help of Whiteinch Primary School pupils and the Community Services Payback team we planted bulbs throughout Whiteinch. Locations were beside Whiteinch Primary School, the area in front of Summerfield Cottages, the park area down from Whiteinch Centre and in the planter at the side of the Salvation Army building.  What a difference it made to the area this spring
Christmas Lights: again we had the pleasure of Christmas lights on the end tree at Summerfield Cottages
Christmas Event for Children: Christmas event in the library with live entertainment.  Thanks to N. Kelly and C. McGeoch for organising this event
Pedestrian Crossings: The junction of the Expressway and Westland Drive was upgraded along with the pedestrian crossing. Initially the pedestrian crossing only lit up and had no sound, thanks to our persistent pressure on Councillors and officials we now have light and sound. 
Glasgow City Council Area Partnership: we continue to work with the Area Partnership to allocate the Neighbourhood Infrastructure Fund for our ward. As part of this we proposed a new pedestrian crossing for Dumbarton Road. This will improve safe access to the Whiteinch Centre, the nursery and the Church. 
Bench in Victoria Park: A new bench was purchased through a grant from Glasgow City Council and contributions from Broomhill, Jordanhill and Whiteinch Community Councils.  The bench is on the lower path beside the Clydeside Expressway
Partick Curling Club building: this has been added to the Buildings at Risk Register for Glasgow. E Brown worked with VPCT and an architect to produce a report on the condition of the Curling Club building. This has been circulated to officers and councillors: discussions are ongoing about the future of this building
Mission Statement: has been updated to state we
· Act as a voice for the people and community of Whiteinch representing their voices to Glasgow City Council and other public bodies
· Improve the quality of life and environment for those living in the community
· Encourage residents of all ages and backgrounds to be involved in making
Whiteinch a place where people are proud to live and work
WSHA/Whiteinch Centre: the Housing Association must be congratulated on the work they have undertaken in ensuring the continuing development of the centre and for the significant impact the Community Shop has had on the community, helping 2809 people. 
Better Buses for Strathclyde Campaign: Whiteinch CC has joined this campaign offering our support
Clean up Whiteinch: we cleared up litter from Dumbarton Road in March and thank all the residents and WCC members who helped. Litter is an ongoing issue
Victoria Park Community Trust: organised a fundraiser after Storm Eowyn and raised £7k and planted new trees. Also organised a chain saw sculpture and a seating area in the biodiversity garden from fallen trees and a chessboard for everyone to enjoy. https://victoriaparkcommunitytrust.wordpress.com
50th Anniversary of Glasgow Community Councils: it is amazing that we have been going for 50 years and hopefully continue for the next 50 years
Spring into Summer Event in Victoria Park: Unfortunately, this event has now been cancelled twice. However, we are supporting the replacement Ceilidh Event on 30th November 
Ukrainian Day: this event was held in Victoria Park and our member C. McGeoch is one of the main organisers, in partnership with VPCT and Friends of Victoria Park. Fossil Grove: restoration works and repairs to the existing building are ongoing. The Board is working with GCC on this renovation project. Thanks to E Brown who is our representative on the Fossil Grove Committee
Defibrillator: The defibrillator in Victoria Park required its pads replaced.  WCC installed the defibrillator and has overall responsibility for it.  Thanks to I McKillop who checks it weekly and the Broomhill, Jordanhill and Scotstoun Community Councils who contribute annually to its upkeep
Whiteinch Burgh Hall: Glasgow City Council has put this hall on the market and the closing date for offers is Thursday 30th October 2025
Ladywell School: Has been declared by the Education Department as surplus to requirements.  We have asked Councillors to ensure that the building does not fall into disrepair like the Burgh Hall
Dumbarton Road: I will end on a positive note, the surfacing of Dumbarton Road from the tunnel to the Scotstoun roundabout has been much appreciated by all the road users
Whiteinch Community Councillors:  Thank you for all the interest you take in our community and bring forward local issues of concern.  A special thank you to W. Walker and E.
