3.1 Internal Audit Report 2024-25 – The report from the Internal Auditor was read out to the PC by the Chairman.  The comments have been noted and the following actions agreed by all;  a new and much improved gov.uk website will be produced by Parish Online at an annual cost of £315.00 plus VAT, but with the NCALC £100 discount applied for the first year.   The e-mails will remain with whiltonpc.co.uk.  The PC has ownership of the Village Hall with the Trust having beneficial ownership, but it was noted for future that grants will be made to the management committee for any repairs/improvements.   The increase to the Reserves held was discussed and the need to build these to 50-100% of the precept, this will be considered when the budget for 2026-27 is prepared.
