Crime report –  Unfortunately, no crime report was received in time to include.

Matters Arising -  
Public Open Space and Recreation Plan – Two of the three proposals are now in place (benches and interpretation boards).  The third allocation of funding which amounts to £2960.00 is for suggested outdoor exercise equipment.  Cllr Spence is currently investing potential suppliers and will visit local villages with equipment already in situ to help determine the type we should invest in.  It has also been agreed to look into alternative ways that this money can be used. This issue will be carried forward to the next meeting.
Defibrillator – Awaiting invoice from Restarting Hearts for maintenance agreement, Clerk to chase.
Speeding – A number of residents in Great Smeaton have formed a group and submitted a document to the Parish Council with regards to speeding through the village, predominately on Hornby Road.  This is to be forwarded to Cllr Annabel Wilkinson to ask for assistance on how to proceed in raising the concerns.  
Great Smeaton Village Hall Notice Board – We have received correspondence from Jane Lawson, Chair of the Village Hall Committee, who has suggested replacing the current notice board.  The aim would be for the notice board to be shared between the Village Hall and the Parish Council and the Village Hall Committee are prepared to cover the costs. This was discussed and we have no objection to this, provided that the notice board will be in keeping, and instead of the board having the title of ‘Great Smeaton Village Hall’ it reads ‘ Great Smeaton Village’ or similar.
