Crime report –  Received and discussed

Matters Arising -  
Public Open Space and Recreation Plan – Two of the three proposals are now in place (benches and interpretation boards).  The third allocation of funding which amounts to £2960.00 is suggested for childrens play equipment.  A potential site for this is land to the rear of the Black Bull Public House in Great Smeaton and investigations are ongoing whether this will be possible.  Cllr Newman to discuss this with the landlord of the Black Bull to see if any progress has been made.
Community Infrastructure Levy – Smeaton with Hornby Parish Council now have a fund totalling £10,819.88 that can be used to enhance the public areas in the Parish.  A suggestion has been put forward that this could be also used to help with the childrens play area.  

Old Parish Council Notice Board – This will be removed from the side of the Village Hall and kept into storage ready for renovation and repositioning (permission to be sought for to be sited on Great Smeaton Village Green).  A grant of £500 is available to help with community projects, and Smeaton with Hornby Parish Council have been accepted to claim this amount.
Development of Land South West of East Farm, Great Smeaton – The two members of the public in attendance were concerned about this matter.  In particular, road safety is a particular concern, and they would like to request double yellow lines to either side of the layby.  Concerns were also raised about hedgerow preservation, local ecology, the water table and the height of the site in relation to the road.  The two gentlemen in attendance have completed lots of research and studies and will send the information by email to the Parish Clerk for circulation to the Parish Councillors.
