Matters Arising -  
Public Open Space and Recreation Plan – Two of the three proposals are now in place (benches and interpretation boards).  The third allocation of funding which amounts to £2960.00 is for outdoor exercise equipment.  Cllr Spence is currently investing potential suppliers and will visit local villages with equipment already in situ to help determine the type we should invest in.

Great Smeaton Village Green

Following concern raised by a resident of a potentially dangerous branch close to Hambleton Court, this has been dealt with.  A large branch fell onto the main village green, creating a hazard.  Contact will be made with the Mr Shelley (land owner) to ask him to organise for this to be removed.
Parish Portal

A portal has recently been set up by the council to help with the logging and processing of complaints re road conditions, speeding etc.  This will be used by the Councillors and should mean that any issues are dealt with more effectively.  We are now registered to use this and the Parish Clerk will contact HDC to enable the Parish Councillors to use it.
