Crime report –  Received and discussed.

Matters Arising -  
Public Open Space and Recreation Plan – Two of the three proposals are now in place (benches and interpretation boards).  The third allocation of funding which amounts to £2960.00 is for suggested outdoor exercise equipment or childrens play equipment.  Cllr Spence is currently investing potential suppliers and will visit local villages with equipment already in situ to help determine the type we should invest in. 
One suggestion was that we invested in play equipment to share between the village and the school, if the school were prepared to donate some land to site the equipment.  The school were approached with this suggestion, and although they were very keen, unfortunately when they looked into the legalities with the terms of the leasing of the land the school occupy, the proposal will not be allowed.   
It has also been agreed to look into alternative ways that this money can be used. This issue will be carried forward to the next meeting.
Speeding – A number of residents in Great Smeaton have formed a group and submitted a document to the Parish Council with regards to speeding through the village, predominately on Hornby Road.  This will be kept on the agenda and the situation monitored.
With regards to the speeding issues in Hornby, Cllr Fisher is monitoring the situation and will keep the Parish Council updated on progress.

Willow Grange, Little Smeaton -  Conversion of barn into three dwellings – this application is ongoing.

Thorpe Farm, Great Smeaton – Siting of temporary accommodation – this retrospective application was refused by HDC.
