Matters Arising -  
Public Open Space and Recreation Plan – Two of the three proposals are now in place (benches and interpretation boards).  The third allocation of funding which amounts to £2960.00 is for outdoor exercise equipment.  Cllr Spence is currently investing potential suppliers.  It was suggested that we opt for the recycled plastic type (as per the picnic benches) to enable east maintenance.  It is proposed the equipment would be installed in Great Smeaton only.
Hornby Village Green

Concern has been raised that a resident appears to have constructed a permanent track across the village green.  It was agreed that the situation will be monitored, and Cllr Newnam will contact the resident.
Speeding

A recent speed survey indicated that speeding is a problem, especially through Hornby.  Speed cameras are due to be deployed in the near future.

Parish Portal

A portal has recently been set up by the council to help with the logging and processing of complaints re road conditions, speeding etc.  This will be used by the Councillors and should mean that any issues are dealt with more effectively.  We are now registered to use this and the Parish Clerk will contact HDC to enable the Parish Councillors to use it.
