ii)  The financial outlook for NYCC is disastrous – 25-30% increase in and energy costs and inflation and pay awards of 5.5.%.

iii) Chief Executive is Richard Flinton (previous CEO) 
iv) Planning officers still in short supply, many having left having migrated to the private sector.

The Chairman asked about the signage at the entrance onto Skipton Old Airfield and said that enforcement had informed the businesses on the Old Airfield to remove signs or apply for planning.   Harpers had done so but were refused.  Zoom and a couple of other businesses still had their signage up.

	i) Resident 1 & 2 – Raised concerns about the speed of vehicles entering the Village on the A167 from Busby Stoop and Northallerton and asked if the parish council could consider introducing electronic signage to slow traffic down. 
ii) Resident 1 & 2 – Said the stone signage on entering the village from Busby Stoop, Northallerton and Sandhutton Lane, would be more welcoming planted with some flowers – which they were happy to help with.

iii) Resident 3 – Said thank you to the parish council members for all they’ve done for the village over the coming years.

The Chairman thanked the residents for their comments and suggestions, which she said were most welcome.  The Chairman said that speeding issues had been raised approximately 4 years ago, and the police were consulted, and speeding assessments were undertaken, sadly the outcome was that Sandhutton Village did not qualify for the introduction of signage at that time.

Residents were informed the cost of the new benches was approximately £500 each and donations to further benches (particularly memorial) would be much appreciated.  Discussion took place about where the new benches should be installed and if they should be placed in the exact spot as those being replaced.
