2. ZB24/00104/FUL – Land East of Nitrovit Row – Retrospective construction of building
      commercial/agricultural and part change of use of land for commercial and agricultural use.  There comments suggested this application should be Refused, being a retrospective application and the businesses on this site are not related to that of agricultural use, but to the motor industry, civil engineering and other non-agricultural units - operating for some time and have no planning permission.  If SPC feel planning should be granted - suggest conditions imposing operational hours to 08:00 hrs – 18:00 hrs Monday to Friday, Saturday only 08:00 – 13:00 hrs, no other weekend of Bank holiday working.

3.  ZB23/02358/FUL – Busby Stoop Farm, Richard Maxwell Ltd – Amended application for change of use of land and buildings for storing and distribution of woodchip and firewood.  This business is constantly breaching current conditions and vehicular movements and chipping operations, along with noise and light pollution at all hours are constant.  If SPC feels this application should be granted - suggest conditions are imposed on the operational hours and remain as current – 08:00-17:00rs Monday to Friday, no weekend of bank holiday working.
