Teal Avenue Burn. Cllr I.Brown reported that Highland Council’s Roads Dept are satisfied that the burn is flowing (therefore there is no problem). Chair and others pointed out that it is clogging up with sticks and brash which will inevitably lead to partial and eventual blockage causing overtopping and localised flood!

Seagull nuisance at McDonalds Drive thru, Inshes Retail Park and elsewhere throughout Drakies. This is part of a wider debate around the problem of scavenging gulls affecting 
various parts of Inverness.

Litter-bin Location -Public Open Space at Sycamore Crescent (ideally on the footpath crossing grassed public open space) to give pedestrians / school children on their ‘route to school’ the opportunity to dispose of litter and thus not in resident’s gardens!

Non residential on-street car parking on Old Perth Road.

Filter Lane, Old Perth Road / Drakies Junction.The community is still waiting for the Roads Authority to re-instate the carriageway definition white lines. The present lack of lane / right turn filter lane definition represents a very real traffic hazard. No action from Highland Council Roads Service to date.

Gulls: Public Nuisance
