1. Minute of Last Meeting

The minute of the last meeting of 15 September 2010 were accepted as a true record, proposed by Dietrich Pannwitz and seconded by Clare Livingstone

2. Matters Arising (not on agenda)
i. It was noted that interest in taking membership of the Parent Council had been received from Alice Murray and Victoria Paterson. Neither AM or VP could be present at the meeting due to other commitments. The Parent Council looks forward to welcoming AM and VP at the next meeting of PC when they will be co-opted as members.

3. Playground Development

LC is to discuss procedures for the use of play equipment with Tony Wallis

Picnic Tables – School has these in flatpack form and help is needed to build these. DP to speak with Mike Kendrick re when he would like to have the tables ready – noted that this may be into next year (2011). DP to check on ground anchor requirement for shackling tables.

Playtrain – DP advised Mr. Dunlop (Health and Safety advisor) visited the school and reported on Playtrain.  He reported that some works are required to make the Playtrain safe for use and DP is seeking quotes for works required to some boarding and handles.  RD to email Jimmy Flint re possibility of some funding from Highland Council.
4. Garden Project

It was noted that the design is completed and drawings have been produced. Team are have almost completed the task of obtaining quotes and are applying for up to £10,000 match funding. It was further noted that the level of match funding obtained would govern whether full design proposals can be achieved. Programme has slipped.  CL to contact Gilly Kirkwood to offer assistance with obtaining quotes/completion of match funding application and invite her to next PC meeting.
5. Road Safety

LC advised the a job advert had been placed for a crossing patroller in the local shop, unfortunately no interest has been shown to date. LC has spoken with Dr. Donald to mention the vacancy in church.

CL advised she had discussed the matter of funding for upgrade to Kingsmills crossing/junction upgrade with JG. CL further advised she had emailed JG to ask whether he had had the opportunity to discuss the matter with TEC services but JG had not yet replied. Agreed to wait until JG responded to CL before deciding on how to progress.
6. Maintenance

It was noted that the all weather surface in the nursery playground enclosure requires cleaning by way of power wash and application of fungicide. 

It was noted the painting of the fence railings at the Midmills road entrance had not yet been completed. DP to raise this with JG.
LC is to enquire of Brian Hemming why low-cost measures such as draught proofing of doors are not being implemented in order to raise the energy efficiency rating of the building.
