136.	 CHIRK BANK CANAL EMBANKMENT
	 The Canals & River Trust had advised;
“I intend to commence the borehole works on Monday, 16th February.  We will   be carrying out boreholes in the garden of Cartref initially followed by more down the slope later in the week.  The works are likely to take 1 week to complete.  PA14/04909 “proposed dwelling at Aqueduct Cottages” had been withdrawn.

137.	LODGE INN: ASSET OF COMMUNITY VALUE

RESOLVED to note an email from Shropshire Council on their decision not to list the Lodge Inn as an Asset of Community Value:

“Further to your nomination on behalf of Weston Rhyn Parish Council to list 
The Lodge, Weston Rhyn as an asset of community value I am writing to confirm that the Council has decided not to list the asset because it does not consider that it meets the criteria of the required test under section 88 (1) (a) and (b) and section 88 (2) (a) and (b) of the Localism Act, it is clear that the previous use as a community pub has ceased and it is unlikely that this use will occur again in the next five years due to the changes made to affect a change of use and the term of the lease to the new tenant.  The property will be added to the list of unsuccessful nominations”.

  138.	RHOSWIEL DEMOLISHED STREET LIGHT INSURANCE CLAIM
A further response had been received from the insurance company of the property owner providing a copy of the land registry plan which in their opinion showed the trees as being outside the property boundary and again denying any liability.
RESOLVED to point out that the land registry plan provided is not to scale and proves nothing, questioning why, if it was not the property owners tree then why did he pay to have it removed and also to cut down other trees in the same location and if it is not in his ownership then whose is it, as Shropshire Council had categorically denied any liability.

140.	GLEDRID BRIDGE
	RESOLVED to note emails from Councillor Mrs. Rowlands on the above.

They are making the gap bigger and really need to be removed and treated and the gap remedied, the curb looks loose in places and it wouldn’t take a very big knock to start breaking it apart.  I enclose a photo of the worse sapling, but there are 3 or 4 others too.  I have had a couple of queries from residents about this in the last couple of weeks so decided to email you.  I would appreciate a response.”
Shropshire Council had replied: 
“Thank you for your email which Steve Oakley has passed on to me.  This was also reported by Councillor Angela Bright yesterday through our Customer Service Centre.
This bridge is inspected every 2 years as part of our General Inspection Programme.  The next inspection is due this year, from which we prioritise any recommended bridge maintenance works.  In the meantime I have asked inspectors to have a look at the bridge when they are next in the area and I will then send you a further update”.
