· An objection has been submitted regarding the revised roundabout plans for three catering outlets, in response to several emails of opposition received from the public.

· Road repairs at Mount Eagle to be completed between 5th may and 4th August within this year’s budget
· It has been suggested that reinforcement may be required for Little Burn (Little Bay) Bridge on the B1961 approach to Munlochy village.
· The Barrier at the A832 accident hotspot near Munlochy is to be extended to prevent vehicles leaving the road and entering private gardens.

· Cllr Johnston to investigate concerns re excess vegetation in drains in both Munlochy and North Kessock

· North Kessock Christmas Lights Sub-group progressing, although further volunteers are still required. CH reported that Highland Broadband has offered to run a quiz and provide prizes to raise funds, which was considered a worthwhile initiative for the Christmas Lights.    
· The chair informed that the container would be removed from the hall once the ground became less soggy. 
· Donation of land to the community in North Kessock ongoing
· Fanellan Substation:  LB gave a concise report on her attendance at the Rural Scotland Convention on Major Energy Structure at Holyrood on 24th February.  The event focused on the need for a coherent national energy plan.  She highlighted concerns regarding the current planning process and the impact windfarms and turbines on nearby communities, especially on adjacent properties. 
· CH reported on the NK Communities Group meeting held in February. Although the attendance was low, those present welcomed the opportunity to talk about group activities and their future plans.  Informed that the annual Regatta will be held on 27th June, however, the swim across the firth has been cancelled. It was suggested groups could collaborate on joint fundraising events.
· CH requested access to KCC Facebook to update events and actions within the village. 
· BICC Meetings:  The chair requested comments on the BICC draft Terms of Reference previously circulated; no objections or comments were received.  It was noted that Ferintosh and Resolis Community Councils have objected to the more formal approach. 
The chair also reported that the BICC meeting on the current system of developer contributions (Planning Gain), organised by Cllr Sarah Atkin with Malcolm MacLeod, Assistant Chief Executive, Highland Council was well attended. SB and the Chair attended on behalf of KCC – both found it to be an informative and productive session.
· Resilience Plan:  The NK village hall has requested that KCC incorporate their resilience plan into a Knockbain area plan.   SB, who recently attended an online meeting on the subject with Highland Council, agreed to look into the matter.

· It was confirmed that relocation of the memorial bench is not feasible, however, the donor of the bench has agreed to relocate the adjacent picnic table during March. 
· The Secretary will contact the Community Payback Scheme to request continued assistance with grass cutting during the season as well as cutting back gorse and brambles.
