8. Munlochy Development Trust: 
· Now a registered charity - The recent information meeting to inform the public was poorly attended.
· Asked to minute that any person within the Munlochy Primary school catchment area is eligible to become a member of the Trust.  An email will be provided for form application. 

9. Correspondence: Circulated
· BICC Terms of reference and amendment circulated for comment.  Informed that 5 of the 8 Black Ilse CC’s have approved the TOR document.  
· The next BICC meeting is thought to be 11th May – LB and HB to represent KCC.

10. AOCB – No prior public concerns were received
· The request for a dog waste bin between Drumsmittal Road and Ferry Brae, along with dog litter signage for lampposts has been submitted to Highland Council.  
· The majority of those present agreed to replace the canvas of the Gazebo, loaned and damaged during the opening of the Sensory Garden. 
· Informed that Harry Gow bakery kindly donates their end of day bread etc to the Munlochy Larder.  The chair, who presently collects the bread on a regular basis, suggests it should be shared between Munlochy and NK larders as well as NK village hall soup n’ natter when in operation, and that groups concerned should form a rota for collection. 
· Discussed this year’s Art workshop for schoolchildren in NK Underpass and a submission for funding. SB to obtain an available date from the Artist and to highlight the need for Disclosure Scotland.  Action SB   
· Cllr Johnston informed that her term of rotation with KCC ends in June and that Cllr Atkin will be her replacement.
· Discussed damage to wooden fence around the North Kessock playpark facilities – unknown if weather related or vandalism.  To ask Highland Council if they can repair.   Cllr Johnston reported that a considerable expense has recently arisen for swing seats repair due to vandalism from dogs.
