	Slips, Trips and Falls
	Volunteers risk serious injury if they slip or trip, even on the level.
	Staging laid by a competent person.

Steps to stage well lit, warning of change in elevation.
Temporary lighting provided behind stage.

Good housekeeping – Volunteers: ‘see it, sort it, or report it’.
	Staging owned and insured by Albert Hotel.
	
	
	

	Collapse of scaffolding.
	Volunteers, performers and members of the public, risk serious, possibly fatal injury if scaffolding collapses.
	Lighting Scaffold to be erected by a competent person/contractor.  

Daily checks made on all structures by a competent person.

	Hearing Damage
	Volunteers, performers, stewards, bar staff and members of the public may suffer permanent or temporary hearing damage from long term exposure to loud music. 
	Everyone at risk identified and provided with ear plugs. 

Everyone entering the venues to be warned of risks of hearing damage and offered ear plugs.
	Ensure the event equivalent continuous sound level in any part of the audience area does not exceed 107 dB (A), and the peak sound pressure level does not exceed 140 dB.

Warnings provided to the public in advance with tickets and by signage at the entrance.
	
	
	

	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Electrical Danger
	Volunteers and performers may suffer serious and possibly fatal electric shock/burns injuries from faulty electrical equipment or installation.
	All electrical systems should be constructed and maintained in a safe condition and protected as necessary by 30mA residual current circuit breakers. 

A competent person should certify all electrical installation as to their safety on completion.  Certificate to be kept at the event.

All electrical equipment to be PAT tested.
	Performers reminded to ensure any electrical equipment they bring to the event is PAT tested.
	
	
	

	Fire Safety
	In the event of a fire, volunteers, performers and members of the public risk serious, possibly fatal injuries from smoke inhalation or burns
	Venues to provide Orkney Livewire with copies of their fire certificates and procedures to be taken in the event of a fire.
	Volunteers and door stewards to check fire exits are operational and keep exits clear during events.

Copies of fire certificates and venue fire procedures to be kept in Orkney Livewire Event Plan folder. 

Folders accessible to volunteers at each venue.
	
	
	

	Barbecues / Gas Safety
	Volunteers, performers and members of the public risk injury from fire and explosion if gas barbecues not properly maintained and used.
	Orkney Livewire to ensure their Barbecue equipment has been checked within the last twelve months by a “Gas Safety Register” approved contractor. 

Orkney Livewire to ensure that volunteers changing LPG cylinders are competent to do so.
	Compliance certificate to be kept in Orkney Livewire event plan folder.
Only one gas cylinder to be kept at venues at any one time.
	
	
	

	Food poisoning
	Volunteers, performers and members of the public  risk ill health if they eat food prepared in unhygienic conditions.
	Volunteers operating barbecues, etc required to hold food hygiene certificates and their food safety management system with them to event.
	Check with OIC environmental health department what is required by Orkney Livewire to offer barbecued food to members of the public.

	
	
	

	Fights occurring within venues.
	Staff and the public risk serious injury, if assaulted or if caught up in fights within venues.
	Door stewards trained to spot potential trouble makers, defuse tension/situations etc throughout.

Adequate number of trained, SIA badged security staff on duty.
Drinks not served to people obviously under the influence. 

Only plastic glasses used during performances.
	Licensed Door Stewards hired for main events
	
	
	

	Smoke and fogs
	Volunteers may suffer skin damage from handling dry ice. Fumes and mists can cause irritation to eyes, nose and breathing for staff and the public.
	Only volunteers who are aware of the risks have access to smoke and fog products, which are kept in a locked container. 

Those handling smoke / fog products to wear appropriate gloves, masks, as recommended by the manufacturer.
	Signage on use of smoke and fogs put up at entrance to venue to warn the public.
	
	
	

	Work at height / Lighting Installation
	Volunteers and others risk injuries should they fall from height.
	Lighting to be installed on scaffolding by a competent person 

Suitable ladders, in good condition and suitable for light placement, are provided and volunteers are trained in their use.
	Lighting fasteners checked before bands take to the stage.
	
	
	

	Manual Handling
	Volunteers may get musculoskeletal problems, eg back pain from handling heavy and/or awkward objects. Speakers etc.
	All work involving manual handling assessed on an individual task basis.


	Ensure new volunteers are shown how to use the manual handing aids, sack barrows etc.
	
	
	

	Epilepsy
	Flashing lights at Orkney Livewire events could be a trigger for seizures in individuals with photosensitive epilepsy For these individuals, it's crucial to minimize exposure to such stimuli.
	Warning signs on venue doors that flashing lights will be in operation during events.
	Signs brought to the attention of the public when entering event venues.
	
	
	

	Face Painting
	Face paint may cause allergic reactions in some children, with symptoms ranging from mild skin irritation to severe allergic reactions. before applying face paint.
	Face painters to ensure parents of children are made aware of the possible allergic reaction to face paints
