2016-09-3 RESOLVED to accept the Minutes of the meeting held on 12th May 2016, having previously been circulated, and taken as read.

2016-09-5 There were no Planning Applications to consider.

2016-09-6 It was NOTED that PA16/06068 had been withdrawn.

2016-09-7 RESOLVED to adopt the Finance Report so presented, including Income and Expenditure, no accounts outstanding. The Chairman signed the reconciliation and agreed it was in accord with the bank statement.
