2016-12-01 Apologies received from: C. Key, D & C Archer, W. Drayson, 
D. Ruscombe-King, N. Johnson (post meeting)

2016-12-02 RESOLVED to accept the Minutes of the meeting held on 22nd September 2016, having been previously circulated and taken as read, and duly signed by the Chairman.
2016-12-03 It was NOTED that legislation now advised that the Clerk should also assume the role of Responsible Finance Officer. The meeting was happy to confer this role upon the Clerk from today’s date.

2016-12-04 There were no Planning Applications received.

2016-12-05 There were no Planning Decisions received.

2016-12-06 It was agreed the Clerk’s remuneration should remain the same as in previous years and agreed to a cheque being raised to accommodate this.

2016-12-07 RESOLVED to adopt the Finance Report so presented, including Income and Expenditure, no accounts outstanding. The Chairman signed the reconciliation and agreed it was in accord with the bank statement. It was agreed that the precept 2017-2018 should remain unaltered at £720, which was felt sufficient for this Council’s needs over the coming year.
2016-12-08 Under the terms of the Transparency Code recently introduced by The Local Government Office it was deemed necessary for Lesnewth Parish to create a website within which to publish it’s Minutes, Agendas, facts and articles of interest to a wider audience. To this end S. McNair Scott, together with the Clerk, agreed to research and develop a website within an agreed budget of £350, in the first year, for presentation and consultation at the next meeting.

2016-12-09 Members were asked to consider means by which their refuse, awaiting collection, could be protected from bird/fox/wind attack to save litter being strewn along the highways and hedges.
2016-12-010 The Clerk reported that she had alerted Cormac to the loss of signage at the junction with the A39, (due to a road traffic accident) and had requested it be reinstated. To date no reply had been received.

2016-12-011 It was NOTED that Lesnewth now has a new Lord of the Manor. This position, going back some thousand years, had been held for the past 300 years by Lord Churston’s family. The new Lord of the Manor of Lesnewth, Mark Versallion, was welcomed by those present, who look forward to meeting him on his next visit to Lesnewth. A letter of introduction and support for this community received from Mr. Versallion was read out. Attached hereto with these Minutes.
