2017-3-02 It was RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting held on

2017-3-04 There were no planning applications.

2017-3-05 There were no decisions received.

2017-3-06 It was RESOLVED to ADOPT the Finance Report so presented, including

                  Income and Expenditure, there were no accounts outstanding.

2017-3-07 Cllr. Brown reported £193m had to be cut from Cornwall Council Budget
over four years, so far cuts of £136m had been achieved despite an increase in population of 48,000 in Cornwall since the year 2000. The Council had increased the precept for 2017/18 by 4%, 2% of which would be used to increase funding for health and social care. On the question of Cornwall’s bid to become a European City of Culture, Cllr. Brown was aware of the initial cost necessary to gain this award but felt that, in the long term, it was an opportunity to bring prosperity to the County which should not be missed. He warned of possible changes to the ‘Network’ areas following Cornwall Council’s drop in Councillor numbers from 123 to 99 in 2021.

He thanked Lesnewth residents for a good turnout to tonight’s meeting and stated his intention to stand down at the election on 4th May. The good wishes of those present went with him.
2017-3-08 S. McNair Scott had sourced what he felt was an affordable web site host 

in ‘SpangleFish’ and recommended acceptance of their terms at a cost of £30 per year. This was agreed to.

2017-3-09 Matters of Public Interest. It was reported that the pothole at the ford had

not been repaired and was now a very great risk to vehicles. Clerk to notify Highways. It was NOTED that under the forthcoming boundary changes it was possible that Parish Meetings may be phased out in favour of amalgamating with nearby Parish Council, something which this meeting was not happy with.
